An Akward Start, but a Rewarding Reading Experience

While | appreciate Marvel collecting this rather unexpected run, | am disappointed that it does not collect the
entirety of Gillis' Dr. Strange run despite it being a perfect opportunity to do so. For those who are unaware
of the backstory behind this run, Gillis started his run on Dr Strange with Strange's second solo series but
that series was cancelled before Gillis finished his story. Gillis then continued his story in a shared anthology
book called "Strange Tales" with Bill Mantlo's "Cloak and Dagger" series. Only the Strange Tales materia is
collected here, which makes this trade feel very much like you are jumping into the middle of the story. The
first four or so issues are incredibly rough to follow, and even as the story starts getting great | do feel alot
of the impact of certain elements reappearing in the story gets lost as their initial appearance is not collected
in this trade. Since | have not read Gillis' other material, | admit that | am only assuming they would have
enhanced this story and would have gotten rid of the awkwardness in the first couple of issues. But | have a
hard time believing that actually reading the story that introduces the Lords of Chaos that Strange fightsin
this story wouldn't have given a better opening.

The story begins with Dr. Strange already fighting against the Lords of Chaos that he unleashed on the world
by destroying his magic items. The loss of his magic items also means he has lost a huge chunk of his white
magic power, and great moral conflicts within this story make his already weak white magic even weaker.
Dr. Strange gets forced to turn to dark magic to save the planet from his mistakes and the book gets more
interesting as you see more of the moral dilemmas that Strange has to face. The thing that really makesthisa
great story for me is the return of Kaluu, a Z-List Dr. Strange villain from the 60s. Kaluu was a one
dimensional evil wizard villain that appeared for about two issues, but he had potential as a character in his
history with Dr. Strange's teacher, the Ancient One. That potential is tapped in this story and shows Kaluu as
amore nuanced character. That nuance adds alot to the story with Kaluu teaching Strange the value of Black
Magic as Strange tries to maintain his good nature despite his dark actions.

Because of the awkward way it's collected, | would not recommend Strange Tales to a new reader but |
would to someone who is aready interested in Dr. Strange and read some of his other material. | do hope one
day al of Gillis stuff is collected in one book, but | am glad that Marvel decided to collect this eveniif it'sin
an imperfect format.
